NAOMI EMMERSON (Actor/Singer/Director/Producer) 

Ms Emmerson’s passion for the French language began in the streets of Montreal, Quebec, where she was born and has worked in both languages for 17 years. As an art & music undergraduate of Concordia University, she began her singing career performing simultaneously with the punk/pop band “Sons of the Desert” and in the Montreal Symphony Orchestra under Charles Dutoit. Her theatrics on the rock stage led her naturally to the dramatic stage, as she originated the role of Joan of Arc in Jeanne: The Joan of Arc Musical Drama and played opposite Renee Lee in Nunsense II at The Centaur Theatre. After moving to Toronto in ‘96, she appeared in lead roles in theaters all over Ontario including her first appearance as Edith Piaf at the Limelight Supper Club. Highlights also include: The Crimson Veil (The Factory Theater), Snow White and the Group of Seven (Elgin Theatre), Colors In The Storm (Theatre Aquarius), Dads!: The Musical (Lighthouse), Cowgirls (Victoria Playhouse-Petrolia), Nunsense and Cheatin’ Hearts. She participated in workshops for both The Mirvishes (Peggy Sue Got Married) and CanStage (Moll by Leslie Arden). She appeared with Matthew Broderick in Walt Disney's TV movie The Music Man where she also sang on the cast recording. Other film and TV credits include: The Tuxedo, Blizzard, The Man Who Saved Christmas, Monk and St. Ralph. She has appeared in many commercials, and has added her voice to Sailor Moon and other animation and commercial projects. While living in New York City, Ms. Emmerson performed Piaf: Love Conquers All in The FringeNYC (winner of “Outstanding Musical”),The Fringe Encore Series and 10 weeks Off-Broadway at the Soho Playhouse. She has been performing and producing the show since 2005 around the world, for which she also designed the set and costumes, in Manila, Montreal, Ottawa, Charleston, Vancouver, Halifax and San Francisco. Ms. Emmerson’s directorial debut (outside of Piaf) was for Smile Theatre for Leslie Arden’s The Happy Prince. Ms. Emmerson lives in Austin Texas with her husband, Jazz recording artist, Jake Langley. TONE POET PRODUCTIONS was created in Toronto, Canada in 2005 to present the production Piaf: Love Conquers All at The Toronto Fringe Festival. The show was awarded “Top 10 Patron's Pick”. The production then toured Ontario and Quebec in the summer of 2006 to great success.  The Company presented the show in New York City in 2007 as part of the FringeNYC winning “Outstanding Musical”. It was chosen to present at the Fringe Encore Series (Best of The FringeNYC).The Production had its first commercial Off-Broadway run at the SoHo Playhouse for a limited 10 week engagement 2007-2008, and then traveled to Charleston SC, Teaneck New Jersey and then to Manila in the Philippines. It had a successful two week run at Centaur Theatre in Montreal then toured through British Columbia in the summer of 2009 ending up at Theatre Lac Brome in Knowlton QC. A two week run in Ottawa rounded off 2009 and in 2010 the production was presented at the Supernova Theatre Festival in Halifax and will be at The Eureka Theatre in San Francisco in July. Piaf: Love Conquers All was written in 1992 by Roger Peace and debuted at the Diligence Supper Club in Montreal with Patsy Galant as Edith Piaf and Peace as Director. The show then transferred to the Place Des Arts. In 1993, Ms.Emmerson, with Peace as director, starred in the production at the Limelight Supper Club in Toronto for 5 weeks. TPP is a multi-disciplinary production company developing performance and recording opportunities for theatre, music and live artists. It is also involved in music composition and production with Jake Langley as CEO and Naomi Emmerson as Artistic Producer.
ROGER PEACE (playwright)
Has been a Producer, director, writer, choreographer, actor, lecturer for the past 45 years and is based on Montreal, Quebec.
